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Land Sea & Air Challenge
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This exciting event can be taken as either a fun event as part of an incentive or reward event or as a team event as it combines team work, planning and communication. The event combines the three elements; land sea and air; and is based in the Solent and New Forest region but LSA days can be arranged at other coastal venues.

Land;
There are three options to the land section;

i) Off road vehicles:  Pilot Buggies, Quad Bikes, Powerturns, Blind Driving, 4x4 and Segways.

ii) Military vehicles: Chieftain Tank, Abbott Gun Carrier, Armoured Personnel Carrier, Stalwarts.
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iii) Land Pursuit: Utilising 110 Land Rovers the team locate logic and brain teaser exercises as well as solve clues within that particular area. Photographs also show more specific locations and the team have to locate the spot the photo was taken from to locate the clue answers or tasks. 
Sea;
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This section involves the team with either Sunseeker Power Cruisers or crew an ocean going Yacht – the ultimate team working experience!
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Depending on the original venue selected the teams will either set out from Shamrock Quay in Southampton or Bucklers Hard Quay when linked with Beaulieu in the New Forest.

If the yacht option is selected then the teams will spend an initial period learning how to skipper, crew and navigate the boat to a series of different buoys. Then the excitement really starts with the boat teams involved in an “Americas Cup” race on a set course between the different buoys on the Solent. 

An experienced Skipper guiding and monitoring the teams, particularly from a safety angle, at all times.

If the Sunseeker option is taken then the teams have to steer and navigate the boats to different buoys and markers after having been given cryptic clues to indicate the course. The team will be judged by the Skipper on their ability to locate the buoy or marker and navigate and steer the boat to the exact point.

Further enhancements to this event would include a trip into Cowes for some sight seeing and shopping and if time allows a run down to the famous Needles. (This is only feasible in a Land & Sea scenario)
Air;
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Utilising the World’s most popular helicopters, the Robinson 22 and 44, we provide a real aviation experience. The team member (or members with the 4 seat 44) has to direct the Captain on a compass bearing to where the answer to a cryptic clue might be seen – but only from the air. Teams are marked on their ability to navigate the pilot to find the clue. Hands-on flying experience is also available during the flight.

Rob Goodwin from Re-energize is a qualified R22 & 44 pilot and enjoys putting together really exciting days and providing that ultimate adrenaline event.

The cost for the Land, Sea & Air adventure will be dependant on the numbers, the number and type of vehicles, boats and helicopters selected and clients should work on a maximum team size of 8 people.

As an example an event for 32 people, in 4 teams, involving Military vehicles, 2 x Sunseekers and a Robinson 22 Helicopter, plus lunch and refreshments would be approximately £7,500 or £229.00 + Vat per person.
